The “Private Pour”……….The Magic is in the “pour”

Introduction:  

Hi, my name is Janice Devine-Patterson and I was asked to share on how I do this hobby biz.  From the very beginning it has always been about “The Pour” for me….I was very fortunate to have Carolyn Beck come to my home and do my first pour and show me how to share this with others.  I invited a few friends and the rest is history.  Yes, I have done many other forms of marketing and continue too…it is crucial to create and act on many ways to Share, Show and Serve.  Of all the ways available, this by far has been the most successful way I have been able to build my business thus I was honored when Mike Farmer asked if I would share that with YOU!!!  This is a style of doing what Carolyn Beck teaches.  It is the “Candle Class” but in a much more “casual” form.  As you all know, I am a “Blue Jeans” kinda girl…this style fits me and many of the women I know and associate with….I share this with you not to tell you “How to do it” but with the pure intention that you may find something written below that would Serve YOU on your journey to creating Financial Freedom….another tidbit, some jewel that could assist you to show, share and connect with others…for this I am grateful for the opportunity and am excited to be on this journey with each and everyone of YOU!!!

Definition:  
The “Private Pour” is a more “casual” way of showing and sharing your Hobby Biz with others.  It is what I like to call “casual connecting” because you are typically gathering in another’s home with Their “Warm Market”.  It is a Casual, Fun and Relaxing environment with as little as one person, no more than six.

Target Market:

The “Private Pour” is targeted to Anyone whom is unable to attend a “scheduled class”.  Usually because they are “too busy” or just cannot come on the dates presented to them.  Everyone can experience a “Private Pour” because YOU are coming to them or better yet, YOU are designing an experience of “connecting” that is completely in their control.  They become the host and YOU go to them!

Intention:

The intention in doing a “Private Pour” is still the same……to sign up people whom are ready to join You in your hobby biz.  To connect and discover needs, wants, desires and pain.  Sharing, connecting and making candles together in one’s home or in my home, in a casual, comfortable, non-threatening, flexible environment is very conducive to people “Opening their hearts”.  When people are relaxed, calm, and experiencing Joy, Pleasure and Fun…Miracles and Magic naturally happen.  Hearts connect and joining on some level, is the ultimate outcome.  It is a very natural way of connecting with others which leads to my intention of discovering whom wants to join and in what capacity…Hobby, Biz or both!!  It is always a win win situation!  Hearts have connected, people have had a very fun and creative experience.  You have discovered many things about others and now have information in order to offer more.  Not only have you showed them just how “Easy” it is to make beautiful, natural and healthy candles but they have just experienced they can do it too and create an income!  This is Powerful!  You have not only shared the ease of making candles but you have also just trained them by example of DOING…this is where they see they can do it too!  In our biz, duplication is key to being successful!!  

Simple “how to” Guidelines

A. The Invitation:

When asking if someone can come to a class and they say No, or they can’t come to whatever event you have invited them too, this is when I share, “I also do “Private Pours”.  I can come to you, to your home or you can come to mine.  If your home, I bring my wax and you can invite a few of your friends over.  I charge $10.00 a person, I like small groups, no more than six….three to four is great.  I will bring two colors, one white and you can pick the other.  I will bring all my scents and oils and you get to choose those as well.  I will also bring beautiful containers for you to make your candle in.  It’s very Fun!!  We will have a Blast!!  How does that sound?”  At this point I wait and listen for objections.  Nine out of 10, GREAT is the response.  We exchange phone #’s and I say I will call you within the next day or two and schedule a date.  Just go with the flow here….having a positive and excited attitude is important!  You will know how to handle any other objections….TRUST YOURSELF is key!

B. What to Bring :

1. Two pots of melted wax -  I melt wax at home first, put foil over tops, put in big double boiler and stuff towels inside so wax won’t spill during transport.  One pot is white and the other a color they have chosen.  

2. Wicks, stickers, oils, etc. -  I have a basket that has all my supplies neatly organized.  It is easy to transport since everything is in there that I will need to make candles.
3. Containers -  I bring an assortment of 10 to 12 beautiful, 5 to 6 oz. Containers they get to choose from to make their candles in.
4. Candle fact sheets, Applications, color chart and biz cards – Basically everything that I would have if I were doing a structured class.  
5. Candles for Sale – I bring an assortment of candles for sale and a photo book of candles I have made.  This is a visual to share and sparks conversation immediately.
6. The “Easy” button -  The easy button can be purchased at Staples and is essential to every pour I do.  It immediately has a  very positive impact and shares a very strong message that “This is Easy”!  It also brings an element of “Lightness” and “Fun” which everyone craves and naturally wants more of!
7. Candles to Light-  I bring a few candles to light for visuals and to set the mood.  I always bring one they can dip fingers in and get the “soy spa” experience of rubbing it into their cuticles….this always creates lots of oohing and awing!!  Girls and Guys both love this!!!!!

C. The Set Up:

1. When I arrive at someone’s home I just bring in my pots first.  We greet and then I ask where the stove is.  I like to fill my pots with water and turn on immediately to have ready in case I need to put pots back on.  Again, all this is just like if I were in my own home.  Yes, the wax is melted but just in case we get talking and spend time in one area and the wax starts to harden I can easily put back in boiler to melt down.

2. Find out where the host wants you to set up your containers, etc.  Many times we all just hang out in the kitchen…it is truly the place where people feel most comfortable.  Again, this is where I just go with the flow…if just one other person and myself, we just casually hang out, share and I just show how to make candles…..If more than one person, I then set up my bullseye template, candlefact sheets and just start sharing.  Just pretend you are at your home with your best friends and you will do just fine.

D. The Close:

When we have finished making our candles and we are waiting for them to harden completely, this is where I hand out applications and share more about my story and me.  Sometimes I do this at the beginning and sometimes while we are making candles….again…There is NO SCRIPT here…I really just go with the flow and allow the magic of the evening to unveil itself to me….Trust Yourself…..If you ever feel stuck, then share Why you love these candles, Why you love this Hobby Biz and Why you are doing this!

Before I pack up  I do share how thrilled and grateful I am to be able to share this with you.  I thank everyone for coming, I let them know I am launching this hobby biz and anyone interested in learning how to make a substantial income, I would love to share more with you.  I talk about the two basic kits available and how I am YOUR partner, here to serve YOU, get YOU started an team up with you in whatever capacity you see yourself experiencing with this.  I wait for responses and proceed accordingly.  I also ask at this time if anyone there would like me to come do a pour at their home.  This is where you never run out of warm market and continue the momentum because there is always someone whom wants you to do it for them!!  Again…follow your heart, your intuition and you will do just Great!!!

E. Follow Up :

If I have not sponsored this person and sold a kit to them that night….I say “IF” because 90% of the time, the hostess purchases a kit, then I will call within a few days of the pour.  I call to thank them so much and just to see if they had any other questions.  This is where they share with me more and I just go from there.  

Other Important “Pour Points”

· It’s all about CONNECTING!!!  The “Private Pour” is a very Powerful way to connect with another in a very short period of time! 

· An Attitude of Fun and Play!  Let go of Perfect and just have Fun and follow your heart.

· Your Heart, Your Why, Your Openness will always guide you.

· It is not important how many are present…YOU BEING PRESENT is crucial…and one other is always enough!

· Remember…Relax, let go and Go with the flow….

· I always give the hostess their candle free.

· Hostess picks color …When calling to confirm I ask what color and even suggest some from the color chart.

· Hostess picks scents or can engage the group to choose as well.  This is very fun and can spark an energy CREATIVITY….mixing is a result and many new scents have been invented because of this!

· Feel free to demonstrate how to make tea lights too!

· Focus on Giving….Sharing…..Connecting….

· I always…before I knock on the door…in my car…or at home….Take a deep, grounding breath and let go of my attachment to the outcome.  I affirm everything is in Divine Order.  I also affirm “I intend to sponsor anyone whom is ready to join me as a hobbyist or biz partner”.  I let go of judgement and remember…..The Magic is in the pour….the seed has been planted….I have come from my heart and shared and connected….it is time to let it be….I am grateful for this opportunity to Share, Show and Serve!!!

· Read the Poem….The private pour….it really sums it all up!!!

· Imagination plays a very important part in the pour…..Always focus on what you would love to see happen….focus on the “end result”….and be grateful for all the good pouring in your life and others!!  Feel how great it is to have connected, shared and sponsored some amazing people to your team!!
